In August, watch in the 
bulletin for a schedule that will list two 
weekends per month where “part-time” choir 
members can join us to share your talents, 
without requiring an every week commitment. 
You will also receive a rehearsal CD from me if 
you wish to rehearse additional time on your 
own.

Join our ministry programs so that 
your children can see you actively serving your 
parish. This will make a positive contribution 
to your family life and to the future of our 
church!

The Resurrection Choir 
An Avenue to the Corporal Works of Mercy 

 
After one of the first times that I sang for a funeral mass, 
one of the other choir members commented, “Well, we’ve 
done our corporal work of mercy for the day!”  As a fairly 
new Catholic, I wasn’t sure what that meant, so I had to go 
look it up.  I discovered the seven corporal works to be: 
 

Feed the hungry 
Give drink to the thirsty 

Clothe the naked 
Give shelter to the homeless 

Visit the sick 
Comfort the imprisoned 

Bury the dead 
 

Singing in the Resurrection Choir is, of course, part of 
burying the dead, and it has come to mean a great deal to 
me to have the opportunity to participate in this work.  I 
have to admit, that it is sometimes hard to get through a 
song, especially if  the person who has died is someone I 
knew, or when I see a family that is obviously struggling 
terribly with their grief.  But it seems very important to be 
a witness to the celebration of a person’s life, and sing with 
hope and joy of the passing of their soul into the hands of 
God.   
 
As a child, I lost several family members, including my 
father, and we never had the comfort of a funeral, or faith 
in another, spiritual life.  Death was sad and fearful, and 
really not to be talked about.  So each time I sing at a 
funeral, I heal a bit of my own old pain, and feel my heart 
opening with God’s love as I help to comfort another 
grieving family.

On October 14, members of GBIC will 
participate in our local CROP Hunger Walk, 
taking place at McKinley Marina at Milwaukee’s 
Lakefront.  
 
CROP Hunger Walks help communities 

overcome Poverty. Some 2,000 communities across the country 
participate in CROP events each year, raising funds for local 
hunger-fighting agencies as well as for the international relief 
and development efforts.  
 
In 2006 over 800 people gathered in Milwaukee to help raise 
$67,600 for anti-poverty work and emergency relief.  They also 
donated 17,200 lbs. of food for people who are poor in the 
Milwaukee area.  This generous group of people who donated 
their time, money and food were from 106 greater Milwaukee 
congregations, schools and community groups.
